THE CREATURE OF THE MONTH
Wolf Eel

The friendly, but fierce looking wolgel is a favorite of Pacific North-

west divers. They can often be spotted peering out of the many crevices
and holes in popular local dive sites. When lured out of there dens in
search of their favorite food (Sea Urchins), this impressive fish is a
sight to behol d, growing to a ma»
eel (eels have no pectoral fins), wolfies are actually a fish with an elon-
gated body and are reffeirskea. to by

Wolf-eels range from southeastern Alaska to southern California typi-
cally living in rocky reeftype habitats from the intertidal zone down to
about 740 feet. Their coloration starts with a burnt orange spotted look,

¢ and thenschanges tprgeay for males and brown for females. Both males

and females have a dorsal fin that stretches from head to the end of
their 68 foot long body, and both have spot patterns that appear to be
individualized. Scales are imbedded in the skin. Their diet consists of
sea urchins, crabs, scallopsassorted crustaceans and mollusks. They
eat these with the help of conical teeth in the front and strong pulveriz-
ing molars in back.

Males and females form pairs at about 4 years of age and produce eggs
at 7 years old. Spawning usually occurs from October into late winter.
A male will butt his head against the female's abdomen then wrap him-
self around her as a sign for a mating call. It has been found that the
male fertilizes the eggs as they are laid and up to 10 000 eggs can be
released at a single time. The father and mother will then wrap them-
selves around the egg masses and will guard the eggs for abbéit 13
weeks when the eggs will then hatch. Possible predators that prey on
the eggs include rockfishes and kelp greenlings. Welé sometimes

mate for life.

During the juvenile years, Woe#els can most commonly be found in
the upper part of the water column, residing there for about two years.
As the Wolteel ages, it will slowly migrate to the ocean floor eventu-
ally finding a rock shelter where it will mate and homestead for the re-
mainder of its lifespan.

December Meeting Speakerd Allen Martin

Allen first became interested in scuba diving while attending college in
Pittsburg Kansas. His first dive was in the Bonne Terre mine outside of
Joplin Missouri in 1965. When he got off active duty with the Army in

1967 he moved to Oklahoma City to work for a Civil Engineering firm. In

1968 Allen took a scuba course at the YMCA and became certified with
NASDS and YMCA.

In 1978, Allen moved his family to Riverside California and worked for a
civil engineering firm in Temecula. In 1985 a friend introduced Allen to
a contractor that was working on one of his projects and found out he
was a diver and had a 48' sport fisher so they began taking trips to
Catalina and San Clemente Island diving.

In 1990, he took a cruise in the Western Caribbean with ports at Grand
Cayman, Jamaica and Cozumel. While in Cozumel, he was able to do 3
one tank dive and that was all it took, he was hooked on Cozumel. The
following year Allen and his companion Robin took a trip to Cozumel and
they have been diving there ever since. In 1996 they started diving with
a dive master by the name of Eduardo Canche. Each year when they
would go back to Cozumel they would always dive with Eduardo. In Feb-
ruary 2006, Allen went to Cozumel to meet with Eduardo to discuss
starting their own dive operation. They looked for months until they
found the boat they wanted. After purchasing the boat, they took it to a
local boat shop and had the boat completely rebuilt to their specifica-
tions. The boat was put back in the water on December 1, 2006. They
found out real quick starting a new dive operation in Cozumel is not an
easy under taking. However, after three years in operation their business
continues to grow and now they have contracts with 9 hotels in Cozumel
so they can offer hotel/dive packages to their customers. Also, they have
begun looking for another boat to add to the operation. Allen exhibits at
4 to 5 dive shows across the US each year and travels to Cozumel at
least once a month staying from one week to three weeks to help Edu-
ardo with the daily operations. In 2007 Allen became certified as a CMAS
scuba instructor. To date, Allen has certifications with NASDS, YMCA
SSI, CMAS and is Nitrox certified through NAUI. Allen also is a licensed
Civil Engineer and Land Surveyor in California and Nevada. Allen has 2
daughters (one who is a diver), 6 grandchildren and 2 great -
grandchildren.

Nicholas Canyon facilities are good, the entry is sandy, and the reefs are large and shal-
low. The reefs are a little ways from shore. On a calm day the diver will be rewarded
with a large area to explore filled with reef fish.

Parking: Parking is $2 $6, depending on the time of day. It rarely fills up due to the large lot.
Facilities: bathrooms and showers are available.

Interests: Blacksmith, senoritas, Sand bass, perch,-epal halimoons, Spanish shawl, and kelp rockfish are
common here. Lucky divers will see bat rays, angel sharks, guitarfish, thornback rays, and other rockfish.

Entry & Exits : Sandy beach, down a ramp and flight of stairs, climb is not as bad as adna Malaga.

SuggestionsReefs and kelp forests are either to the left or right of the beach. The best reefs are past 30ft
depth, and they are a long swim out.

Best time to Dive During small south swells and high tide.
Visibility : 5-20ft, visibility is best late summer to early winter.

Warnings: Entry can be hazardous during large south swells.

Safety: Use of float, flag, Descent line and anchor is required for beach diving.

Directions: 1. Start out by heading west on Interstate 100{L
2. Continue on Interstate 1610) to CA1 North Pacific Coast Hwy.
3. Take CA1 North Pacific Coast Hwy 5.3 miles to Nicholas Canyon Beach.
